What needs to be done? 

For every test run, typical household dishes are soiled with food in a 

standardized fashion. Test persons then do these dishes by hand. 

Each experiment takes about 2 hours.  

During the test runs, the test persons are recorded on video in 

order to evaluate the manual dishwashing behaviour. Finally, 

participants are asked to complete a questionnaire about 

dishwashing.
